Using Dial Plan Feature on Yealink SIP-T3XG Phones

1. BackGround

In lower version firmware, Dial plan is very simple and easy to understand, but due
to simplicity it could not satisfy requirement for advanced rules.
In V70 higher version firmware, Yealink opfimize the DialPlan for DialPlan, though it's

a little more complicated, it can achieve whatever our customers required.

2. What's new for Dial Plan

It's account-oriented for Dial Plan, you can choose to specify any rule to any an ac

count and will not affect other accounts. As figure below shown:

if you want to replace the any input content with the content beginning wi

th 8. Input (.) in Prefix box, and input 8%1 in Replace box.

1. If you want to add 9 before the number you dial. Input (.) in the Prefix
field, and input 9%$1 in the Replace field.

2. If you want to replace numbers start with 0 to 0086. Input 0(.) in the Pre
fix field, and 0086%1 in the Replace field.

1=123-——-- On the dial-up interface,if you dial 123,and did not press the send key,the phone will
call out 123 in one second automatically

2=1. - On the dial-up interface.if you dial 10,11,12,...,19,and did not press the send key,the
phone will call out 10,11,12,...,19 in one second automatically

3 = 2xx45-------- The same as the above steps,here x stands for a letter or a digit.eg.2*345

4 = 3[0-5]------ On the dial-up interface,if you dial 30,31,32,...,35,and did noft press the send
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5 = [0-3,6]-----On the dial-up interface,if you dial 0,1,2,3,6,and did not press the send key,the

phone will call out 0,1,2,3,6 in one second automatically

NOTE:

Digit 0-9 *
Identifies a specific digit (do not use # if it is defined as send key).

Identifies any digit dialed that is included in the range.

[digit-digit,digit]
Specifies a range with a comma separated list.

Matches any single digit/character which is dialed.

Matches an arbitrary number of digits.

5. Area Code

If you set the Area Code as picture and dial out the number whose digit length is biger than 7
and smaller than 11, it will add the code as 86592 as profix to dial out .

For example, if you set the Code as 86592, then dial the number as 5702000, the phone wiill dial
out the 865925702000 automatically.

number” and forbidden the outgoing call.
